Sigel attacks course early, coasts to title

Normally conservative Jay Sigel attacked the course early in the final round
of the Porter Cup and coasted home with a 1-under par 69 for a two-stroke
victory over Brian Fogt in the 23 annual amateur classic. Sigel birdied
three of his first five holes to quickly expand his one-stroke lead to four
strokes over Bob Lewis, Jr. and Ron Commans, his partners in the threesome.

The 37-year-old insurance man from Berwyn, PA finished the 72-hole tourna-
ment with a 6-under par 274 to become the fourth man to win the Porter

Cup twice.
